LOON HAUNT SEASON HIGHLIGHTS 2010

Spring arrived a litle early in Red Lake

tar aarlier in the Spring. When we raturnad
W were sager to get to Goose Lake and
beqin the procass of opening the camp. We
found the lake to be the lowest we have ever
witnessad and “new” reefs, rocks and sand-
bars were evarywhere, but especially in the

upper river, The boat ramps were high and
dry and Bill usad his excavator to pull them
twienty fest tothe lakes edge. There was no
baar or tree damage so that was a bonus,
Bill put out the reef markars and found he
had to put four sets of white rmarkers in the
upper river instaad of the wual two so that
fishermen could safely navigate on the way
to Woman Falls. A faw forest fires were bum-
ing but none threatanad our outposts, Cver
the next couple of wesks we readied the
rest of the outposts and the cabins at Goose
Lake. We were not so lucky at Cherrington
Lake however - a bear had seriously dam-
aged two sides of the cabin and all the sides
of the gas shed. Bill figurad he had to try a
different approach with this nuisance bear
as replacing the cedar siding was futile, He
made plans to install steal siding whan he
had the time and had room on the airplanas
to bring in the siding. Some much neadad
rain firally fall on May 22nd and the forast
fire threat was lessened. While gatting the
por@ge boats on Nechigona ready to go, we
wiare delightad to see sight Tundra Swans in
the lowear river and a young bull moose, its
antlers still in velvwet. Loon Haunt and nature
are one intha same and we never tirs of it!
We were looking forward to welcom-
ing returning guests and thosa guests that
wale joining us for the first tme. Spring
weather was very pleasant and bug free,
Rernambering the bugagy summer of 2009,
guests came armed with bowes of mos-
quito coils and were delightad o find thay
didnt need any. It wasn't until the month
of July that wa finally saw a faw black flies.
Fishing was superb with great numbers of
walleyes caught at all lecations. Guasts glee-
fully commented on how fat and faisty the
walleys wara and new fishing spots ware
found daily. We did notice however, that the

northermn fishing was not as rewarding as in
othar years.

My flower gardens were lovely and frost
was not a concemn at all. With the low Bke
levals we suspectad that the wild rice crop
would have a big growth advantage early
in the season and that is exactly what trans
pired. The plants were easily three weaks
ahead of schedule and, in anticipation,
Bill serviced the picker long befora it was
needad. Nature controls the entire wild rice
production from growth to harvest, just as
in any farming, and wie wera hoping all the
factors that make a bumper crop would
come into play. The first day of harvesting
was August 19th (3 new early racord for us).
Mather Nature didn't assist us very much
with the harvest this year however, The
whole month of Saptam ber was windy, ool
and rairmy - nat ideal conditions for sure,
Accuweather was invalua ble for finding win-
diowes whara we could pick, usually only two
or three hours at a time. We did manage
1o pick over 9700 pounds of rice - not the
12,000 we wera shooting for. We were disap-
pointed that thousands of pounds of rice fell
off due to the wind and rain but we remain
optimistic for future years. This wild rice
farming is in our Blood!

This season we crossad off many itams on
our“to do list” Bill finally built the retaining
wall at Goose Lake and reinforced the walk-
wiy to withstand the weight of the excava-
tor. We stayed long after the last guests left
for home so that we could finish projects,
W did not hawve raally cold fall weather and
the water system didn't freeze once. We
always say the romance of being inthe bush
vanishes when the water system freezas,
October 3rd found us pleased with all our
progress and on the way back to our home
in Red Laka, &
